The purpose of the housing is to provide residence for 16 families. The priority for tenants is 1 workers
in the factory, 2™ is Town employees and 3" is any other renters with favorable recommendations
from their prior landlord and also favorable credit and background checks.

Our plan is to phase the project in the following way:

1. Install all infrastructure for all 4 buildings

2. Build the building on Lot #4

3. Do the drainage retention required for lots 3 & 4

4, Tear down 2 existing houses

5. Build in the following sequence — Lots 3, 2 & 1 based on demand for occupancy.

1. The capacity of the Reagans Mill Sewer plant after completion and occupancy of the 4 buildings
will be at approximately 54% of the total capacity.
2. The Reagans Mill Water Company after completion and occupancy of the 4 buildings will bring
the usage to approximately 17% of the total capacity.
The estimated number of potential school aged children is 12.
The estimated increase in traffic would be approximately 32-40 trips per day.
The recreation fees will be paid according to the Dover Town code.
The 19 foot access way to the river is owned by Westchester Modular Homes, Inc.
Retention Basins:
a. The two in Country Mill Estates are owned and are to be maintained by the HOA.
b. The ones in Woodwinds are to be maintained by the Town of Dover.
8. Low Income housing is not and will not be an option for the 16 units.
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We do not believe that an HOA is necessary for the 4 buildings because Westchester Modular Homes
will be the landlord and will act as an on- site manager responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of
the 4 buildings including grass cutting, snow removal and garbage collection, etc.

Since Westchester Modular Homes has purchased the 3 lots in front of the factory it has removed 1
mobile home, taken down 2 barns and 2 sheds in our effort to improve the appearance of the
community. We believe that the removal of the 2 existing buildings which are in need of considerable
repair, and the addition of the 4 colonial style houses, will be an improvement to the overall esthetics of
the area.

Home values are a result of the overall economy in the entire country. When Country Mill Estates was
proposed the town people believed the subdivision would lower the values of the existing homes in the
area. When Wood Winds was proposed the Country Mill Estates occupants expressed the same concern
regarding Wood Winds. As we all know now, these 2 communities have contributed greatly to the Town
of Dover and we believe that the people in opposition to these 4 buildings will in the future recognize
them to be an asset to the community rather than a liability.
